Let’s talk Pre-Apprenticeship

Pre-apprenticeship programs
are formal agreements
between a school and an
employer that allows
students to work and learn
job-readiness skills, giving
them a foundational
understanding of the trades.
These programs can help a
student meet the alternative
requirements needed to
graduate high school. They are
a great opportunity for students
to jumpstart their career before
they graduate.

Pre-apprenticeship programs can include
safety training and theoretical training, as
well as competencies in math and reading
skills, and the identification of tools and
materials. Students who complete pre-
apprenticeship program generally
demonstrate the following:

Adherence to the attendance policy.
Work ethic in the classroom and on the job.
Ability to follow safety protocols.
Completion of homework assignments on time.
Compliance with substance abuse testing.
Appropriate attire for the classroom and jobsite.
